Taylor. Your Prize Agent is Sir Harcourt Master.

You were born in 1663. You joined the merchant service in 1673 and the Royal Navy on March 
26 1690. You were appointed Captain of your first ship, the Charles Gally, a 36-gun frigate, on 
February 15 1702. You took command of the Triton on November 20 of last year.

You are 42. There is always war. In 1705 the War of the Spanish Succession pits France and Spain 
(who support the Bourbon Philip, Duke of Anjou) against England, Austria, and the Dutch 
Republic (who supporting the Habsburg Archduke Charles of Austria).

You receive five shares of any prize moneys for captured enemies.
